FONINIS ORKESTRAS (LSO) daugelj mety at-
siduria geriausiy pasaulio orkestry deSimtuke. Tai
ekstraverti§kas, liberalus ir universalus kolektyvas,
profesionaliai atliekantis bet kokiy su klasikine tradici-
ja susikryziuojanéiy stiliy muzika, kuriantis etalonines
interpretacijas ir pavyzdinj simfoninj skambesj.

Nepriklausomas orkestro etosas nesilpsta nuo pat
isikiirimo 1904 m., kai LSO tapo pirmuoju brituy
savavaldziu simfoniniu kolektyvu. Siandien LSO yra
ne tik nepriklausomas atlikéju kolektyvas — tai stambi
koncertiné, edukaciné, kiirybiné ir visuomeniné orga-
nizacija.

Having been on the concert scene for an
entire epoch, THE LONDON SYMPHONY
ORCHESTRA (LSO0) has been rated among
the world’s ten best orchestras. The ex-
travagant, liberal and versatile orchestra
performs any classical crossovers, present-
ing etalon interpretations and exemplary
symphonic sound.

The independent ethos of the orchestra
has not diminished since its formation in
1904, when the LSO became the first British
autonomous symphonic collective. Today,
the LSO is not only an independent collec-
tive, but also a large concert, educational,
creative and social organisation. Residing
at the Barbican Centre, the biggest art cen-

tre in Europe, it gives more concerts than
any other London based classical music or-
ganisation.

The LSO's pioneering spirit was strong even
in its infancy: it made its first recording in
1913; its first film in 1935; its first popular
TV programme (André Previn's Music Night)
in 1971; its first ring tone in 2000; its first
video-conferenced masterclass in  2003;
etc. Since its inception the LSO has given
literally hundreds of first performances and
commissioned some of the most important
music ever written. It was the first British
orchestra to tour abroad (1906) and the
first European orchestra to travel to America
(1912). In 1964, the LSO embarked on its
first world tour: Israel-Turkey-India-Hong
Kong-Korea-Japan-USA.

The LSO has collaborated with the leading
20™ century composers: Sergei Prokofiev
performed his Third Piano Concerto (1922),
Sergei Rachmaninov - his Fourth (1929),
Igor Stravinsky conducted the Firebird
ballet suite (1931). The Orchestra has
performed the world premieres of Edward
Elgar, Benjamin Britten, Vaughan Williams,
Aaron Copland, Hans Werner Henze, Luigi
Nono, Krzysztof Penderecki, John Tavener,
John Adams and Leonard Bernstein.

Regardless of the field of its involvement
(recordings, soundtracks, live broadcas-
ting, world premieres) the orchestra keeps

Valerijaus Gergijevo padiriguoty Prokofje-
vo simfonijuy ciklo triumfo (,\Valerijaus Gergijevo
pasaukimas — interpretuoti Prokofjeva®, — skelbée

impressing. The LSO's soundtrack cata-
logue lists Star Wars, Harry Potter, Copying
Beethoven, Braveheart, Who Framed Roger
Rabbit?, Raiders of the Lost Ark, Superman,
The Simpsons, etc. Moreover, the LSO has
collaborated with a number of pop musi-
cians such as The Beatles, Michael Jackson,
Elton John, Sting, Metallica, etc.

Deep rooted in various fields the LSO is
quickly adapting in a changing world of
technologies. Recordings now bring the
Orchestra to just about any place where
music is enjoyed. LSO Live, established in
2000, is the best-selling orchestral own-
label in the world and has earned a number
of prestigious awards including Grammy,
Gramophone and Classical Brit Awards. The
LSO is regularly listed No 1 in the classical
downloads charts.

After Valery Gergiev led the LSO in a trium-
phant Prokofiev symphonic cycle (“Valery
Gergiev is a born Prokofiev interpreter,”
wrote The Guardian) he was offered the
position of the chief conductor. He started
his tenure in 2007. According to the LSO,
this assignment has stirred up the hottest
public response in the entire history of clas-
sical music.

VALERY GERGIEV, one of the foremost
conductors of romantic music, appeared
on the international scene in the 80s, first
as an operatic and later as an orchestral

conductor. Russian classics (from Glinka to
Stravinsky) as well as Austrian and German
romanticists (from Brahms to Mahler) oc-
cupy the major part of his repertoire. Today
Gergiev could be named, not only an elitist
interpreter but also, perhaps, the busiest
conductor.

In addition to being the LSO's chief conduc-
tor, he serves as the Artistic Director and
Director General of the Mariinsky Theatre
in St. Petersburg. “Gergiev carries a dis-
proportionate share of the music world on
his shoulders. He is something of a national
hero in Russia for having kept alive the Mari-
insky Theatre after the collapse of the Soviet
Union. Under his leadership, the Mariinsky
has become one of the most celebrated -
and recorded - opera companies in the
world,” wrote The New Yorker.

Valery Gergiev is the founder and Artistic
Director of many international music fes-
tivals including For Peace in the Caucasus
(Vladikavkaz), Stars of the White Nights
(St Petersburg), the Red Sea Festival (Eilat,
Israel), the Mikkeli Festival (Finland), the
Rotterdam Philharmonic-Gergiev Festival
(the Netherlands), the Kirov Philharmonic
(London), and the Moscow Easter Festival.
Recently, he has left the position as Rot-
terdam Philharmonics chief conductor, and
in 2007/2008 was repeatedly proposed to
be the New York Metropolitan Opera guest
chief conductor. In addition to the afore-

Krzysztof Penderecki Festival on November

The Shanghai Quartet premiered
Penderecki’s String Quartet No 3.

Composer Béla Bartdk wrote about the
musical discoveries of his senior colleague
Claude Debussy: “...they were as sig-
nificant as those of Beethoven who showed
how to develop the form, or those of Bach
who revealed the magnificent wisdom of
the counterpoint to the world.” Debussy
wrote only one String quartet. Composed in
the last decade of the 19" c., it displays the
elements of late romanticism and modern-
ism so characteristic of Debussy's musical
language.

“The concert programme <..> started with
the symphonic poem Tetra by Osvaldas
Balakauskas, a Lithuanian composer of the
same generation as our anniversary heroes
Penderecki and Gérecki,” wrote the authori-
tative music magazine Ruch Muzyczny after
the Polish tour of the LNSO at the beginning
of the year. Tetra received its Lithuanian
premiere in 2007 at a concert dedicated to
the 70" birthday of Osvaldas Balakaus-
kas. One of the most prolific Lithuanian
composers, having written five symphonies,
over ten concertos, a chamber opera, a bal-
let and a number of instrumental chamber
works, the composer is incessantly contem-
plating the origin and meaning of music.

THE LITHUANIAN NATIONAL ORCHESTRA
has earned great recognition on the afore-
mentioned Polish tour: “The Orchestra can
be characterised as having a unique sound
and thus compared with the best orchestras
such as Berlin, Vienna, Amsterdam and Lon-
don.

Enjoying sterling reputation, The Romeros

As each of Celedonio Romero's sons started
walking and speaking, the guitarist started
giving them guitar lessons. All of his sons
had made their debuts in Spain by the time
they were seven years old. In 1957, the
family migrated to the United States where
“The Romeros” walked onto the world stage
as its first guitar quartet. Since then The
Romeros have given hundreds of concerts
throughout USA, Europe and Asia. They
have appeared with almost all eminent
American orchestras including Boston,
Cleveland, Chicago, Philadelphia, Los Ange-
les, San Francisco, Pittsburgh and Detroit.

Their repertoire features a variety of west-
ern music opuses, however the works by
Spanish composers occupy a special place.
